11 
Events Subsequent to the End of the Period


There are no material events subsequent to the end of the period under review that have not been reflected in the quarterly financial statements.
12 
Review of Performance


The Group’s revenue fell from RM30.642 million recorded in the previous corresponding quarter to RM13.860 million in the current quarter.  The decrease was due to continuous decline in demand for automated manufacturing equipment, exacerbated by the global economic turmoil.    
The Group reported net loss before taxation of RM17.662 million was higher than the previous corresponding quarter loss of RM11.407 million due to a sharp reduction in revenue of 54.8% coupled with impairment made for assets and realizable value of inventories held by its equipment contract manufacturing business unit that posted a poor performance during the financial year.
13 
Material Changes in the Quarterly Results as Compared with the Preceding Quarter

 
For the current quarter, the Group’s revenue of RM13.860 million was lower than RM23.162 million registered in the preceding quarter.  The continuous weakening of demand for consumer electronics and contraction in global economy growth with major developed countries slipping into prolonged recession, have resulted in less orders being received for automated manufacturing equipment.  

 
Consequently, the Group registered a higher net loss before taxation attributed to weaker sales and impairment made for assets and realizable value of inventories held by its equipment contract manufacturing business unit that posted a poor performance during the financial year.   
14 
Current Year Prospect


The global economic situation is still uncertain.  Therefore, 2009 will present a major challenge for the Group.  The Management will continue to implement cost improvement measures and re-strategize its businesses to mitigate any adverse impact from the current economic situation.

Profit Forecast or Profit Guarantee


There was no profit forecast or profit guarantee issued by the Group.

As at the date of this report, the Company has received a first purchase order for 16 units of GRM, with delivery to be completed in Quarter 2/2009.
