Events Subsequent to the End of the Period


There are no material events subsequent to the end of the period under review that have not been reflected in the quarterly financial statements.
12 
Review of Performance

The Group’s revenue dropped to RM17.633 million in current quarter from RM34.491million in the previous corresponding quarter.  The decrease was due to the on-going global economic crisis which had resulted in softer demand for automated equipment.    
Consequently, the Group reported a wider net loss before taxation of RM7.888 million compared to the previous corresponding quarter loss of RM3.762 million.  The results were also impacted by certain non-recurring rationalization costs incurred to downsize its manufacturing activities, provision made for doubtful debts and inventories written down in value.
13 
Material Changes in the Quarterly Results as Compared with the Preceding Quarter

 
For the current quarter, the Group’s revenue of RM17.633 million was higher than RM13.860 million registered in the preceding quarter.  The higher sales were due to inventories buy-back program from a multinational customer whose manufactured products have reached the end-of-life product cycle.  

 
Notwithstanding the above, the Group registered a lower net loss before taxation due to provisions made in the previous quarter.

Current Year Prospect


The global economic situation is uncertain and remains challenging.  Hence, the management will continue to implement cost reduction programs to improve business performance.
